CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

OF

ARCHERY CLUB

Article I

Name:

Lost Arrow Archers

Article II

Objectives and Purposes:

Section I:  The objectives and purposes of this club shall be:

A.  To further strengthen, coordinate and to develop initiative and activities and responsibilities among fellow archers for the betterment of club activities and the community.

Section II:  To unite the archers of Natrona County and the State of Wyoming to work toward the development of the sport of archery in conformance with the will of the majority and bow hunting.

Section III:  To help foster, promote, expand and perpetuate the practice of target archery and bow hunting.

Section IV:  To encourage the use of the bow and arrow in the hunting of all legal game, birds and animals.

Section V:  To protect, improve and increase the sport of hunting with a bow and arrow.

Section VI:  To foster and perpetuate a spirit of good fellowship and sportsmanship among all archers.

Section VII:  To evolve and conduct programs that will give recognition to archers for proficiency with the bow and arrow in all sanctioned competition and hunting.

Section VIII:  To regularly inform each member in good standing as to the major problems and issues affecting the sport of archery and hunting with the bow and arrow so that the membership might make its will known to its duly elected officers.

Article III

Status

Section I:  This club is a non-profit organization.  Any funds received by the club, for carrying out it’s purposes shall not accrue to the benefit of the individual member.

Article IV

Dissolution

Section I:  The officers of this club are directed in case of dissolution of the club, to sell all assets of this club to affiliated clubs of the Wyoming State Archery Association.  After all debts are paid, the funds that remain from the sale of said assets will be put into an escrow account so that they club may reorganize and continue to promote the sport of archery.

Article V

Membership

The membership of this club shall be limited to those persons who meet the qualification of an “active” membership.

Section I:  An “active” member is defined as any person who is enrolled in the current year’s program and who’s dues have been paid.

Article VI

Meetings

Meetings will be held monthly at a date, time and place to be specified before the conclusion of the prior month’s meeting.  This may be waived if circumstances prohibit the selection of a meeting place, as long as the membership is notified of its location at least one week prior to the meeting.

Section I:  A special meeting will be held the second Wednesday following a Competitive sponsored event by this club.

Article VII

Officers

Section I:  All officers of this club shall be elected.

Section II:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Parliamentarian

Section III:  Eligibility:  Any officer of this club shall have been an active member for at least one year.

Section IV:  Term of office:  The club officers shall be elected bi-annually.  They will not be eligible to succeed themselves in the same office unless they receive (2/3) two thirds majority vote by the club members present.

Section V:  Nominations:  Nominations may be made from the floor at the Club picnic, normally held in August of each year.

Section VI:  In the event of office vacancy, the Executive Committee shall suggest a club member to fill the vacant office to be approved by members of this club.

Section VII:  Any member receiving more than 50% of the vote in the election shall automatically fill the office.

Section VIII:  In the absence of the President, the Vice President shall preside.

Section IX: the adult members of the club at any meeting called for that purpose by those members present in person shall elect Officers.  All officers shall be an adult member of the Club in good standing.  All members shall serve a term of two years beginning the month of October of the calendar year.

Article VIII

Executive Committee

Section I:  The Executive Committee shall be composed of all elected officers of this club.

Section II:  The Executive Committee shall have supervision over all business of this club during the time given between meetings and the committee shall keep an accurate record, given according to parliamentary procedure, of all proceedings to be reported at the next meeting of this club.

Section III:  Any major action of the Executive committee shall be subject to approval by all members of this club at it’s next regular meeting.

Article IX

Committees

Section I:  Any member of the club may serve as a member on the clubs standing and special function committees.

Article X

Revenues

Section I:  All revenues collected by the club will be deposited into the club’s bank account.

Section II:  All revenues will be used for the purpose of maintenance of equipment, hosting meets and awards.

Section III:  The signature of President and/or Treasurer are required to disburse or withdrawal club funds.

Section IV:    The club assessment shall be $25. Family and $15. Individual membership per year.

Section V:  Any member not paid up by the day of the election meeting cannot vote in the election.

Section VI:  No individual member may obtain money from the treasurer without first having this club’s permission to spend said money.

Section VII: the Executive Committee must approve Committee spending.

Section VIII:  In prosperous times, Club members may submit a written request to the Executive Committee for donations to be made to organizations supporting archery activities with in the State of Wyoming.  The Executive Committee will review the request and determine a financial amount if feasible.

Article XI

Constitution Revision

Section I:  The constitution of this club shall be revised as deemed necessary by an appointed committee and the names of those members making the revisions must show on the constitution.

Section II: The constitution may be amended at any regular meeting of this club by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present.

BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I

Officers Duties

Section I:  President’s Duties

A.  Resides over all meetings of this club.

B. Conduct all meetings according to Roberts rule of order.

C. Calls special meeting when necessary.

D. Be responsible for all money expenditures made by him and shall have the power to approve expenditures within the limit of the financial status of the club.

E. Instructs all chairmen and committee as to their duties, responsibilities and authority.

F. I an ex-officio of all committees.

G. Understands and uses Roberts rule of order.

H. Fill all vacancies of the officers.

Section II:  Vice President

A.  Is familiar with the duties and responsibilities of the president and can substitute for him/her in case of necessity.

B. To perform other duties assign to him by the president.

Section III:  Secretary

A.  Keeps in the secretary’s book, accurate minutes of this club’s meetings and executive meetings and agenda for next meeting.

B. Read minutes of last meeting and executive meeting.

C. Handles official correspondence for this club.

1.  Such as a monthly report and a newsletter sent to each club member.

D.  Keeps records of attendance.

E. Receives and files reports from committees.

F. Acts as custodian of clubs important documents and records, such as this club’s constitution.

G. Keeps a copy of this constitution for references at all meetings of this club.

H. Keep list of membership rolls and mailing list up to date.

I. Arranges for substitute to act for him/her when necessary.

Section IV:  Treasurer

A.  Keeps accurate records of money received by this club.

B. Disburses money only as authorized by this club, and or club President.

C. Records all disbursements, showing date of receipt, the purpose and amount of each item.

D. Prepares annual financial reports and has these checked by the Executive Committee.

E. All expenditures must be approved by at least two officers prior to writing of the check.

Section V:  Parliamentarian

A.  Keep order at all meetings.

B. Make sure members follow set agenda during all meetings.

C. To make sure all motions are properly introduces and voted on.

Section VI:  Representative

A.  Responsible for correspondence with Wyoming State Archery Association.

B. Must be a member of N.F.A.A.

Article II

Membership

Section I:  Fees and Dues

A.  Adult single membership $15.00

B. Family membership $25.00

Article III

Officers

Section I:

A.  Officers are elected bi-annually.

B. Officers are nominated during the monthly meeting then each nominee has the opportunity to refuse the nomination.

C. Accepting nominees are then voted on during the following monthly meeting.

Article IV

Duties of Committees

Section I:  General

A.  All members of a committee shall contribute and participate in its activities.

B. Committee chairman are to make a report of the committee’s actions and file one copy with the secretary of the club.  Reports should also state who worked on committee, state good and bad points and suggestions of committee next year.

C. Chairman makes arrangements for time and place of committee meetings well in advance of date.  Also notifies president of all meetings.

D. Chairman checks on what is expected of committee well in advance of an event.

Section II:  Specific Program Committees

A.  Awards Committees

1.  Shall compose a guideline for award limits for each aspect of competition.

2. Shall be responsible for procurement of awards.

B.  Activities Committee

1.  Shall coordinate and schedule community meets.

2. Shall be responsible for turning monies over to club treasurer with an accurate audit following each activity.

3. Shall establish tournament fees.

C.  Set up Committee

1.  Shall be responsible for the setting up and tearing down of courses.

2.  Responsible for the safety of all archers.

3. Responsible for care and storage of targets.

4. Responsible for preparation and clean up of ranges.

D.  League Committees

1. Animal League and Target league

a.  Responsible for scheduling of all league shoots.

b. Responsible for set up and tear down.

c. Responsible for accounting of money and accurate audit following each shoot.

d. Shall establish league fees and awards.

e. Fees to be approved by the Executive Committee.

E.  Grievance Committee

1.  Shall be composed of two members of elected officials and two members of general membership.

2. Shall be responsible for hearing complaints against club members activities.

a. Behavior

b. Safety

3. Shall have authority to reprimand any member of the club as follows:

a.  First offense – verbal reprimand

b. Second offense – Expulsion

4.  Shall act as mediator between dissenting opinions and its decision will stand.

F.  Other

1.  Other committees to be appointed as needed and follow changes as committee deems necessary, general rules of previous committee, and specific duties as outlined by the President of this club.

Article V

Meetings

Section I:  Meeting will be held monthly at a date, time and place to be specified before the conclusion of prior month’s meeting.  This may be waived if circumstances prohibit the selection of a meeting place, as long as the membership is notified of its location at least one week prior to the meeting.

A.  A special meeting will be held the second Wednesday following a competitive sponsored event by this club.

1.  Held by secretary, treasurer and tournament committee.

B.  Minutes of the meetings shall be published in the newsletter.

C. The President with the approval of the executive committee may only call emergency meetings.
