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Meeting minutes from February 3, 2010

Brad has submitted last years financial analysis to Charlie Prill to see if we have to pay taxes since we had so much income last year.

The insurance paper came in thus, the club is covered.  The Fairgrounds, East Gate Ranch and the Natrona county archery range are additionally insured as well.

The Rinehart target insert order came in this week and we installed three new inserts in the Stuckenoff  targets.

As of February 4, 13 Families, 18 individuals and one youth have renewed their memberships for 2010.  Let’s hope they keep on coming in.

Ken Sabec indicated that Paper League shoots have continued to be slow, but at least we are getting a 6 to 12 there each night.

George Buckley reported that we had between 30 and 40 people each night in the second league shoot of 3D leagues.    Income has been excellent and it appears that Stuckenoff  is now self supporting.  Income is now greater that the insert cost at least at this time.  Keep it going!

At our last 450 Vegas shoot, we had a record attendance of 39 shooters.  It was a great turnout with several new faces.  I think it helped since it was two weeks prior to the WSAA event in Cheyenne.

Brad will work on preparing the props that are in the prop trailer.  Trees, reeds and grass will all need some attention for a good appearance.  Some repairs will need to be completed on the PVC pipes.

We all discussed the registration form in order to survey archers to see if they want to allow range finders at the outdoor event.  We also discussed the question on the form to have people vote for the figurine for the 2011 t-shirts.

Since we still have not came up with any new ideas for the kids awards, we will continue to give out medallions for each individual shooter.

Ken Sabec,  Jeff Meyer and Brad Moore attended the Casper Shooters Club meeting to submit the proposal of the indoor facility.  They are in support of the concept, but they do not want to be responsible for the cost and maintenance.  They also supported a joint venture to help start on a restroom facility with a waste system. Jeff has volunteered to look at the website for the one cent sales tax funding ideas.  Building the facility is one thing, but the staffing,  maintenance and utilities are a major concern once the building is built.
