Brenda and Ray VanOrden, Paula and Steve Lamb, George Buckley, Ken Sabec and Brad Moore were in attendance at the February meeting at Casper’s Good Cook’in on February 4.

Paula Lamb gave a verbal treasurers report indicating income and expenses.  This left an approximate balance of $10,300.

Preparations for the Fun Shoot and 1st leg of the Triple Crown:

Arrowhead catering will begin to serve lunch at 12:00 noon on Saturday for the set up crew.  He will continue to serve throughout the afternoon and thru the first line Saturday evening.  He will be there bright and early Sunday morning to serve biscuits and gravy as well as lunch throughout the day.  He will be confirming his arrangements with the fairgrounds for his contract and location for his trailer.  Ken Thoren will be providing a dispensing machine for everyone to serve themselves with Pepsi products.

Ray has volunteered to bring the target trailer.  George will bring the prop trailer and hay bails borrowed from Starline feed.   Brad will bring the prop trailer with fences, sagebrush and corn stalks.   All trailers are to arrive by 8:00a.m. so we are ready for the 3:00 registration Saturday afternoon.

Steve Lamb and company will put up the barricade backstop.  Brad will provide a list of names and telephone numbers for Steve so he can promote a good setup crew.  If you have cordless screw drivers, please bring them to the set up.

Brad and Ken will make a couple of aluminum bow racks to help replace the wood ones that we use from Stuckenoff’s.

Volunteers that help set up Saturday will be able to shoot the fun shoot for free.

Brad has ordered the belt buckles for the Champion awards.   He has also arranged for the target sponsor signs and also to replace the Eades Construction and SST logos on the trailer with the new Rocky Mountain Brake logo. Brenda V. gave some ideas for the kids triple crown awards.  Everything seems to be falling into place. 

We will be selling the new t-shirts and raffle tickets at the registration.

Ken indicated that we have been averaging 6 to 12 people at the paper leagues.  George indicated that we are seeing between 16 and 28 per evening at the 3D leagues.  Participation has been increasing since the holidays.

LAA hosted the State Vegas event in February.  There were 62 participants this year.  LAA hosted a 50/50 pot shoot.  We made approximately $100 from the pot shoot and also sold 12 t-shirts, thus netting a profit of about $250.  We did use $110 of those proceeds to order an additional 15 XL t-shirts with the mule deer design.

The current officers are now on the checking account.  We have had to apply for an Article of Organization thru the Secretary of State Office in Cheyenne in order to make arrangements to purchase a $5,000 CD.  Charlie Prill is assisting the club to get the letter submitted.

LAA memberships stand at 18 individual and 16 family memberships.  We hope to pick up a few more at the first leg.

Ken Sabec brought up the idea of implementing an open line at next year’s events.  Many positive aspects regarding this type of shoot arrangement.  There will be many details to discuss to implement this system.

LAA had an offer from a club member to purchase a used McKenzie elk for $250.  We currently have on order a mid section for that elk.  We all agreed that it would be wise to cancel the order with Delta, utilize the money from the used elk and invest another $250. to purchase a second bedded elk for our shoots.  Brad ordered the elk on 2/6 from Rinehart and is in hope that it will be here soon.
