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 MEETING MINUTES FROM THE MARCH MEETING   [image: image2.png]



Ray VanOrden, Steve Lamb, George Buckley, Ken Sabec, Chas Forbes, Frosty Eschete, Michelle Brinks, Tim Stevens, J.W. McCorkle, Chris and Michelle Hawkinson, Bruce Kennedy and Brad Moore were in attendance at the February meeting at Casper’s Good Cook’in on February 4.  It was great to have so many new faces at the monthly meeting.
Paula Lamb submitted the treasurer’s report indicating income and expenses.  It was verbally reviewed by Brad. Starting balance was $12,587.61.  Income was $5,460 (includes event income of $4,810).  Other income was $400 from target sponsors and $250 from the sale of an old McKenzie elk.  Expenses totaled $5,218.79 (includes 2 elk targets at $1,950.92 and $2,190.83 for the belt buckles for the next two years for the Triple Crown events) leaving an ending balance of $12,828.21.
The club had a net profit of $3,267 for the first event of the year.  We hosted an all time recorded attendance of 335 archers.  Payouts of $840 will be set out this next week.
Attendants agreed to purchase additional t-shirts for the next event.  We sold 57 t-shirts at the event at $15. each.

 We all discussed preparations for next the main event on March 28th and 29th.  Arrowhead catering will once again be the caterer for the event and will expand their serving hours on Sunday until approximately 3:30p.m, after the break in the family line.  After a lot of discussion about the Saturday night line, we are going to implement a “Standyby List” after the line is full.  If we can, we will fit in other archers at 5:00p.m. depending upon the number of individuals involved.
Trailers will arrive at 8:00a.m. on Saturday.  Another great setup crew will be needed to set up the second event.

We need all the help we can get, but because of the lack of individuals at the last take down, everyone agreed that people that wish to shoot for free will need to volunteer to set up AND take down.  It was simply to much work for the few individuals that stayed to take down.  We greatly appreciate everyone’s consideration in this matter.  

Brad found more medallions for the kids and will hopefully last out the remainder of the year.  Everyone is encouraged to think about what type of low cost prizes should be awarded next year. 

After the event, we now have a total of 51 club members.  We picked up 12 new club members at the first event.
Ken Sabec indicated that we had about 18 archers at the Paper League on Tuesday with many new faces.  Ken is planning to run the paper leagues thru the next event/end of March.  George Buckley indicated that we have been ranging from 18 to 30 people at the 3D League shoots.  We completed the second five week session and George plans to run another 5 week session, ending in early April.

We have received our letter of organization from the State Secretary.  Thus, we will attempt to set up a meeting with the Officers to arrange to purchase a $5,000 Certificate of Deposit.
Everyone in attendance discussed having a Wyoming Game and Fish representative come and talk with the club in regards with what we can do to promote hunting ethics.  Apparently Lost Arrow has a bad reputation with a couple of G & F personnel in the Casper Area.  Thus, we believe that it is time to address the situation and be proactive and emphasize to teach archers what their limitations should be while in the field.  We are going to try to have a speaker in the next meeting in April.
A NEW VENTURE IN THE WORKS!   A few club members have started a major effort to start coming up with a budget to erect an indoor archery facility on the Stuckenoff property.  Preliminary specs are being based on a 60’ x 200’ with a 14’ eve steel structure.  An estimate to erect this structure, insulated, is $263,000.  Other estimates for heating and electrical work are being gathered to be reviewed.  We are planning to put together a presentation to take to the city for consideration of 1% Sales Tax money in 2010.  The presentation will be run thru the Casper Shooters Organization since they have a good relationship with the City.
