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Meeting minutes from March 10, 2010
Ken Sabec, Steve Lamb, Tim Stevens, George Buckley, Jeff Meyer and Brad Moore were in attendance at the March club meeting held at Casper’s Good Cookin.

 Ken Sabec reviewed the Treasurers report.  The club currently has a balance of approximately $19,935.   Income  for the month of March was $5,502. With net expenses of $869.66.  Most the income was from the 3D event.  The payouts from the shoot had not yet been deducted and are expected to be about $1,000.  The Officers will be arranging in the near future to purchase a $10,000 CD, so our value is not just in a checking account.

Charlie Prill had completed our tax report for the year of 2009.  We will not have to pay any taxes,  A GOOD THING!  Everyone agreed to purchase a $100 gift certificate for Charlie from Rocky Mountain Discount Sports.

As of March 10, 13 Families, 29 individuals and one youth have renewed their memberships for 2010.  Let’s hope they keep on coming in.

Ken Sabec indicated that Paper League shoots have continued to be slow, but at least we are getting a 6 to 12 there each night.

George Buckley reported that we had between 30 and 40 people each night in the second league shoot of 3D leagues.    George indiated that we had about 18-20 people each night for the “lights out shoot”.

A lengthy discussion regarding archers entering two different categories for the Triple Crown became a problem.  But the matter was resolved and we have implemented two new rules indicating that archers may only enter one bow classification.  The main concerns were having a better feel for the yardages on a second round.  Also, if an archer were to shoot well in both divisions, it would become difficult to flight them in the third leg.  Archers may shoot a different style bow, but may only enter it as a fun shoot.

The survey results came out and it was determined that we will not allow range finders at the 3rd Leg of the Triple Crown.  The survey also indicated that an “elk” will be the featured animal on the 2011 t-shirts.

We discussed that more volunteers are needed for the Registration area and Line Judges.  Please consider stepping up and helping us in these areas.

We discussed the flyer and it will be sent out in the next few days to start promoting the 2nd leg and fun shoot.

Jeff Meyer has experience a legal situation with another non-profit club that is being sued because of alcohol at an event.  With this situation, the Officers will have to emphasize that in respect for other archers, drugs and alcohol will not be welcome in the Registration area, gathering areas or on any courses.  A sign will be made to ask archers to honor our request.

Jeff Meyer, Ken Sabec and Brad Moore will be attending a meeting with the Casper Leisure Services Board on April 13th to approach them about an indoor archery facility.  It should be an interesting meeting to see if they have any interest.

We have all agreed that we will be purchasing some acrylic Plaques for our Major Sponsors.  With all that they do for us, it is well worth the expenditure to show our appreciation.  Projected costs are about $525. for all ten plaques.
