Mosely Middleton, Chris Hawkinson, Jarred Tuma, Jim Toombs, Butch Aultman, Steve and Paula Lamb, Jamies Underwood, George Buckley, Bruce Kennedy, Ken Sabec and Brad Moore were in attendance at the April meeting.  Great to have so many new faces!

Paula Lamb submitted the treasurer’s report.  Deposits since the last report totaled $4,610 from shoot fees and two more sponsor donations.  Expenses for the month amounted to $1,988.61, leaving a tentative balance in the checking account of about $14,703.26.

Brad Moore reviewed the shoot results.  We had 312 participants at the last event.  Shooters fees were $3,145, Membership dues: $85. T-shirt sales:  240. Pot shoot income: $60.  Expenses for the shoot were: Postage:  $240. Building fees:  $375. Payouts:  $790, leaving a net profit of $2,470.

Hat Six Shoot on May 3rd:  Everyone in attendance discussed the flyer for the Hat Six shoot.  The flyer will be mailed out early next week.  Trailers are to arrive at 9:00a.m. on Saturday, May 2nd.  Chas Forbes has agreed to pull the trailer to the rocks.  Arrowhead catering will be there on Sunday all day.  Brad had contacted Mr. McMurry to confirm use of the area.  We will need several four wheelers to help set up the courses.  Brad and George will review the flags to see if we need to purchase more.  Club members that help set up and tear down will be allowed to shoot free in the fun shoot.

Ken Sabec reported that Brenda VanOrden has arranged for the Triple Crown Awards for the kids.  They should be completed by this next week.

Ken Sabec reported that the Tuesday and Thursday night paper league shoots are completed.  We have received almost enough revenue to purchase targets for the mountain range.  Brad ordered the targets and should arrive next week.

George Buckley reported that we have two more weeks of the Sunday and Monday 3D leagues.  Our last night, we will host a flashlight shoot.  Participant names will be drawn in pairs.  Flashlights will be limited to a three D cell maximum.

We have received our letter from the Secretary of State for our Certificate of incorporation.  This will allow LAA to purchase a certificate of deposit for $5,000 to $8,000.

Memberships are at an all time high at 56.  They include 33 singles and 23 families.

We had the pleasure of having two Game and Fish personnel attend our meeting to inform us of changes in the archery aspect of hunting.  Great to have them with us.  LAA has agreed to develop a couple of signs to be installed at the trail head of each mountain course to promote hunting ethics.

All in attendance reviewed some changes that we would like to make to our Constitution.

IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT ALL CLUB MEMBERS VOTE ON THE CHANGES AND RETURN THEM IN THE SELF ADDRESSED ENVELOPE.  WE MUST HAVE A 2/3 VOTE IN ORDER TO MAKE THESE CHANGES.

We are starting a committee to develop a proposal of an indoor archery complex at Stuckenoff’s .  Brad has been in contact with Steel Structures to erect the facility and has also began working with Dave Huff with the City Parks for a plan.  Jarred Tuma will look into some other options to build a comparable building.  If you want to be on the building committee, please inform Ken Sabec or Brad Moore.

On other topics brought up for discussion were club members competing in the triple crown that there is not a senior division for 55 and older shooters. After some discussion the board of directors decided that next year there will be a senior division in the triple crown of 2010. There will be two classes in the senior division, one for release shooters and shooters with no release.

Also there was some discussion on why lost arrow does not have a marked yardage event in the Triple Crown. The last leg at hat six  rocks was the leg that was talked about and using this event to have a hunter education shoot where the people would have the use of their rangefinders to further their skills with a bow. This would be for the 2010 triple crown in the event we use this format.
