Steve Lamb, Bruce Kennedy, Ken Sabec, Justin Keeler, Ray and Brenda Van Orden, Michelle Brink, Frosty Eschete, Tim Stevens and Brad Moore were in attendance at the May meeting.  

Paula Lamb submitted the new detailed treasurer’s report in a matrix form.  A few modifications need to be made to made so the report will be more informative.  Brad and Ken will try to help Paula before the next meeting.  Deposits since the last report totaled $3605 from shoot fees and two more donations.  Expenses for the month were not able to be completed because we did not know final payout amounts. It left a tentative balance in the checking account of about $16,000.

Brad Moore reviewed the shoot results from the Hat Six Event.  We had 248 participants at the shoot.  Shooters fees were: $2530, Membership dues: $15. T-shirt sales:  $105. Raffle Tickets:  $320. Pot shoot income: $90.  Expenses for the shoot were: Postage:  $270.  Payouts:  $555, leaving a net profit of $2,235.

The Casper Mountain Two day shoot will be June 27 & 28.  Everyone in attendance discussed the flyer for the upcoming shoot.  The flyer will be mailed out early part of June.  Trailer is to arrive at 5:30p.m. on Thursday, June 25th.  Brad will check with Chas Forbes to see if he can pull the trailer up to the mountain.  We will flag the courses on Thursday night beginning at 5:30p.m.  Anyone able to help Brad set targets on Friday, please call. Brad will also check with Arrowhead catering to verify that they will be there on Saturday and Sunday all day.  We will need several four wheelers to help set up the courses.  Club members that help set up and tear down will be allowed to shoot free in the fun shoot.

The group discussed offering several new games Saturday afternoon.  So make sure you come and see what is new!

Brenda VanOrden reported that the Triple Crown Awards for the kids are completed and look real nice.

The WSAA will host the State Target event on June 20th and 21st.  Brad has been working with the City Parks department to hold the event at Riverside Park in North Casper.  We are hoping to solve the wind problem, but we do live in Casper!  Dan Kolb wishes to set up a wood backstop to keep arrows from going into the river.  Anyone wishing to help, it would be greatly appreciated.  Brad & Ken will discuss with Dan personally the discontent with the WSAA by Lost Arrow Archers.

LAA  has decided to postpone purchasing a certificate of deposit for $5,000 until possibly after the first of the next season.

Memberships are at an all time high at 57.  They include 34 singles and 23 families.

We have received 28 responses to change several items in the Constitution.  It was discussed that the changes are applicable since the responses were from active members.  All items were passed by a majority.  Ken Sabec will make those changes and install a link on the Web site for everyone’s access.

No one was in attendance to discuss the indoor shooting complex, thus it will be brought up again at the next meeting.
